2007-2008 REVENUE LIMIT TRANSFER OF SERVICE REQUESTS – DUE JULY 2:  In-state, out-of-state, and other government requests will need to be received in our office during the month of June and by the due date. Forms must be complete with all appropriate signatures and verifications where required. Since July 1st falls on a Sunday, the following Monday is acceptable. It is still required to submit all requests at one time. There is a separate TOS form available for special education students and for limited English proficient students.

PREVIOUS LISTSERVE ANNOUNCEMENTS:
2007-2008 REVENUE LIMIT – GOVERNOR’S STATE BUDGET PROPOSAL:  The finance team has developed a 2007-2008 revenue limit worksheet based upon the Governor’s proposals.  The proposals are to:  raise the low revenue ceiling to $8,700 (line 4b); that total revenue is not less than prior year (line 7 is not less than line 1); and the declining enrollment exemption is increased from 75% to 100% (line 10 b).  Two other revenue limit related proposals (security and mentoring) would become effective with the 2007-08 revenue limit.  Note:  these changes have been forwarded to the legislature for their consideration.  Please contact a school finance consultant should you have questions.
