JUNE 12 MAILING TO DISTRICTS:  This mailing includes the following information:  “Calculation of Remaining School District Equalization Aid Payments” and Open Enrollment summaries for 2006-07; and Reporting instructions for the PI 1505 AC, PI 1505 Census, PI 1505 SE (Special Education), PI 1524 State Tuition and PI 1570 High Cost Special Education Aid reports.

2006-2007 HIGH COST SPECIAL EDUCATION AID ELIGIBILITY:  Districts that were eligible for High Cost Special Education aid received a mailing dated June 11 that included an aid eligibility worksheet. SCHOOL FEES:  Districts beginning their summer school sessions are encouraged to review their policies on fees.  Some districts have had summer school fte counts reduced due to fees that had been charged and were determined to be unconstitutional. TRANSFER OF SERVICE REMINDER:  Districts are required to submit the TOS summary sheet along with the individual requests.  Requests are due July 2.  TOS information is located on the team’s website under “Transfer of Service” on the left hand scan bar or directly at http://dpi.wi.gov/sfs/transerv.html.
REMINDER FOR JULY 1 AID ESTIMATE:  The PI 1504 Budget Report changes and the PI 1505 WRS Shared Cost Modification report are due at the end of the business day on Friday, June 15.  The data from these two reports will be frozen at that time and used for the July 1 aid estimate.  These two reports are located in the reporting portal for school districts.

JULY 1 AID ESTIMATE:  Tentative mailing date of the July 1 aid estimate is June 29th.  In the calculation of your district’s aid eligibility, the team will use your PI 1504 Budget Report data and data submitted on the PI 1505 WRS Shared Cost Modification report.  If you have amended your district’s budget and/or if you wish to claim a modification to your shared cost, please update these two reports by June 15th.   Updating these reports will provide your district with a better July 1 estimate of aid eligibility.  

The PI 1504 Budget Report will be closed from June 16 to July 1.  It will reopen on July 2 and remain open until October 1.  The PI 1505 WRS will not reopen as the shared cost data for the October 15 aid certification will be collected on the PI 1505 AC.  

The PI 1504 Budget Report and the PI 1505 WRS Report are located on each district’s Financial Home page located within the reporting portal link on the team’s home web page.
