EMPLOYEE BENEFIT TRUST FUND 73:  Reminder:  If you have established a fund 73 trust, an updated actuarial valuation is required every 2 or 3 years, depending on plan members.  The 2 or 3 years begins with the time that the first valuation is put into use.  If you are funding your retiree benefits through a fund 73 trust, your valuation has been put into use.

All information on file with DPI regarding your employee benefit trust fund 73 must be current.  When your district obtains an updated actuarial valuation, second trust agreement or amendment to an existing trust agreement, copies must be provided to Kathy Guralski, Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction.
