2008-09 AND 2009-10 REVENUE LIMIT CALCULATIONS UPDATE:  The 2008-09 pre-populated revenue limit calculation for each district has been updated based upon data on file at the department.  The 2009-10 revenue limit calculation based upon current law has also been updated.  Some districts have amended their September 2008 PI 1563 Pupil Count Report which has affected the calculation of district’s revenue limits.  Districts are encouraged to review the updated calculations and to contact a finance team consultant should there be questions.  The revenue limit calculation is located under the “District Budget Development and Planning” link on the team’s home web page or directly at http://dpi.wi.gov/sfs/Revlimworksheet.html.  Reminder: These worksheets are provided by the department to assist districts in the calculation of their revenue limit and tax levy certifications. It is the district’s responsibility to calculate its revenue limit. The department will calculate each district’s final 2008-09 revenue limit in May for compliance with s. 121.92, Wis. Stats. 
SEPTEMBER/JANUARY PUPIL COUNT REPORT CHANGES:  Membership audits have been announced, so districts wishing to amend their pupil count reports will be required to follow the alternative procedures as listed below: 

DISTRICTS REQUIRED TO HAVE A MEMBERSHIP AUDIT: The School Finance Reporting Portal will remain open to districts selected for a membership audit. Districts are to make pupil count changes through the reporting portal on the PI 1563 reports by changing original data. The district’s auditor is not allowed to make the changes; rather, they may only print the "Audit Changes: Summary" and use it in their audit procedurese.  Once the finance team receives the audited membership report from the district’s auditor, the PI 1563 report for your district will be closed. If an amendment is required subsequent to the audit, follow the same procedures as Districts Not Required To Have a Membership Audit.  The district’s auditor must concur in writing to any changes made subsequent to the audit. 

DISTRICTS NOT REQUIRED TO HAVE A MEMBERSHIP AUDIT:  Any changes to the PI-1563 Pupil Count Report will be made by the district via the School Finance Reporting Portal.  Send an email to: DPIsfsreports@dpi.wi.gov indicating which count date, what changes are to be made and why, and include contact information. You will be contacted as to when the reporting portal will be open for you to make an amendment to the appropriate report. Be sure to press the “submit” button on the PI 1563 report after completing the amendment process. 2007-08 PI 1505 ANNUAL REPORT CHANGES:  As mentioned in a previous listserve, the finance team is finishing the auditing of 2007-08 annual reports.  There are a number of districts who have submitted changes but have not pressed the “Submit” report button.  This link (https://www2.dpi.state.wi.us/safr/ann_admin_load_report.asp?year=2008&rpt=A ) shows the status of your annual report.  If there is a red block with the word “Yes” in it, it means that your report needs to be resubmitted.  The finance team will be contacting districts next week if the resubmission has not been made.
STATE BIENNIAL BUDGET AND FEDERAL STIMULUS PACKAGE:  The finance team has received numerous inquiries about the impending state budget and the federal stimulus package.  At this time the team is unable to help as the department has not received any official notification upon which to provide guidance to school districts.  However, as information becomes available it will be communicated to school districts via this listserve and the team’s website.
