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	MANAGEMENT ISSUES

· Remember to keep your debt schedules updated. Anytime new debt is issued or existing debt has been amended, you need to revise the debt tables in SAFR.

· In March, the Open Enrollment team at DPI typically mails to districts 2 lists of students participating in your Open Enrollment program for the current year. The lists include those: 1.) residents attending elsewhere, and 2.) non-residents attending in your buildings. Each district needs to review BOTH lists to ensure these students are still participating in the program as indicated.

Management Issues
Debt Tables – Within 10 days of any change to a district's debt service repayment schedule, a new debt service schedule must be submitted to DPI (WI Stats. 120.115).  This is to be done through the School Finance Reporting (SAFR) Portal (https://www2.dpi.state.wi.us/safr_ro/) Remember to update when any information changes.
Open Enrollment (OE) Verification – The final Equalization Aid payment of the year in June will be adjusted by the revenues and expenses of students participating in the OE program for your district. For the OE non-resident students you educate, your final aid payment will be increased by the open enrollment amount multiplied by the number of FTE non-resident OE students. For the OE resident students you send elsewhere, your aid will be reduced by the open enrollment amount multiplied by the number of your FTE residents attending elsewhere. Please validate the status of both sets of students. (This WILL require you to call the other districts and exchange information regarding student attendance.)
Budget Development – Staff should be working on projecting needs and costs for the next fiscal year.  See the January document for additional information.
