GAIN–SS

Student Information
The GAIN-SS is a brief, screening tool used to help identify if a teen may be experiencing challenges related to their behavior or emotions or the use of alcohol or other drugs. This tool is taken on a computer.

Parental consent is necessary to have any student under the age of 18 years take the GAIN-SS. Adult students may give consent and take the GAIN-SS without their parents being notified.
If a student shares concerns about the use of alcohol or other drugs with a school counselor, school nurse, school psychologist or school social worker, these school professionals are required by state law to keep this information confidential, unless there is an emergency. [Wis. Stat. 118.126]

Consequently, the results of the GAIN-SS related to alcohol and other drug use cannot be shared with a student’s parent(s), unless the student gives written permission. Parents have the right to be informed of all other results of the 
GAIN-SS without their child’s permission.
If you choose to take the GAIN-SS and your responses indicate that you may be experiencing challenges related to your behavior or emotions or the use of alcohol or other drugs, it is important that you seek out a full assessment from an assessment provider in the community. You and your parents will be notified of available assessment providers in this area.

You have the right to choose not to take the GAIN-SS. However, this will make it harder to determine what services are most appropriate to help you.
